We would like your help in publicising a new event which is aimed at contacting older chess playing children from the Warrington area. The Championships can also act as local County Trials.

This is the 1st such event for secondary school children & will take place both to a similar format & alongside the 11th Primary Schools Individual Chess Championships which is an established Annual event with the prize giving from the Mayor.  

Please encourage your children to support this free event which is restricted to Secondary school children who live in or attend school in the Warrington area. 
There are currently around 100 children in Warrington Secondary Schools who have at some stage played County Chess for Cheshire & North Wales Chess Association (CNW).  Only  6 of them were active during 2004 playing for the U 13, U14 Girls & U 15  County Teams.  There will be other chess playing children of whom we have no knowledge & with whom we would like to make contact.

· There are 16 active chess clubs in The Warrington & District Chess League, which includes one Junior Club at Grappenhall.  The Grappenhall Junior club meets each Friday during term time between 18:30 & 20:15 & accepts all abilities, including beginners & players from a wide geographical area.
