From Mid/South Wales, follow A49 to Shrewsbury, then A5 past Oswestry (always follow North Wales signs) and Chirk, over the Cefn Viaduct, then join A483 towards Wrexham. Take 4th exit (signposted for Wrexham and Mold) and stay in the Right Hand Lane to the traffic lights. Cross over the carriageway bridge to the Town Centre junction and get in centre lane for next roundabout (100 yards). Cross the roundabout and stay LEFT! Plas Coch Campus is the large building on the Left Hand Side with the Clock Tower before the Football Ground. The car park entrance is on the Left next to the pedestrian crossing.

From North Wales Coast, follow A55 (A483) towards Chester and Wrexham. Be sure to stay left where roads merge before Queensferry and M56 and take Chester & Wrexham lane, taking you around to the Left and back over the top of the Dual Carriageway. Take the 3rd exit (signposted for Chester and Wrexham and get in the Right Hand Lane. Take the 3rd exit off the roundabout (to Wrexham). Cross over the smaller roundabout (250 yards) onto the A483 towards Wrexham. Take 3rd exit (signposted for Wrexham and Mold) and stay in the Left Hand Lane to the traffic lights. Take the 1st exit on the Left and get in centre lane for next roundabout (100 yards). Cross the roundabout and stay LEFT! Plas Coch Campus is the large building on the Left Hand Side with the Clock Tower before the Football Ground. The car park entrance is on the Left next to the pedestrian crossing.
